Justification for Requirements

For information, the table A.1 shows the EN Requirements Table.

The EN Requirements Table (EN-RT) serves a number of purposes, as follows:

-
it provides a tabular summary of all the requirements;

-
it shows the status of each EN-R, whether it is essential to implement in all circumstances (Mandatory), or whether the requirement is dependent on the supplier having chosen to support a particular optional service or functionality (Optional). In particular it enables the EN-Rs associated with a particular optional service or functionality to be grouped and identified;

-
when completed in respect of a particular equipment it provides a means to undertake the static assessment of conformity with the EN.
