4.1 Itf-N

For Itf-N configuration management of virtualized network functions which can be part of EPC or IMS, the IOCs
defined in3GPP TS 28.622 [4], 28.708[5] and 28.705[6] shall be reused.

In 3GPP TS 28.622 [4], anew attribute vnfParametersList is added in the |lOC ManagedFuncti on (seeclause4.3.4
in [4]) to support the configuration management of virtualized network functions which can be part of EPC or IMS.

5 Interface Definition

5.1 Itf-N

For Itf-N configuration management of virtualized network functions which can be part of EPC or IMS, the operations
defined in 3GPP TS 32.602 [2] and TS 32.612 [8] and notifications defined in 3GPP TS 32.662 [ 3] shall be reused.
